This year we are hiking the A-Son league into the 21* century! By sharing this year's
Commissioning duties with our new Vice Commish, Tommy Whitis, we will be able to
implement a web site, team owner's software and emailed lineups and reports - A-Son-line!

Our web site (www.asonffl.com) will be updated weekly with current scores, standings,
transactions and rosters. Of course, this can be viewed anytime via the internet. No more
waiting until Thu. or Fri. to get your printed reports to know the results of the previous week!

The free Owner's Assistant (OA) software, which is a companion to the Commissioner's
software that runs our league, can be used by any owner to produce your own reports,
customized the way you want them. The reports that I have been sending you over the years are
just a small sample of what can be produced.

If you choose to use the OA software, each week we will email you an updated league file so you
can open it into your OA software to generate, print and analyze the latest A-Son league info.
Also, you can select your lineup for the upcoming week and email it directly from inside the OA
software. Vice Commish can then simply import it into his software - no phone calls, busy
signals or bad advise!

How much will this increase your franchise fee? Nada, provided the majority of owners choose
to use the web site and/or OA software to replace snail-mailed reports. The savings in mailed
copies and postage will offset the cost of maintaining our web site! Presently, 12 of our 16
owners are already internet-reachable, so I anticipate no increase in the $100 fee.

The web site will proudly display our A-Son Ring logo. I will change the team names in our
logo as soon as all 2000 names have been finalized. Have you come up with your team logo yet?
We will attempt to display on the web all team logos that are supplied. Also, this year I hope to
incorporate logos into some prizes.

Everyone is welcome to stay the day for swimming,
basketball, horseshoes, foozball, darts and a late night Indians game.

Carefully review these guidelines to prepare for the 2000 season (changes from last year are shaded in gray).

1. Study these rules. Questions and clarifications will be addressed at the Rudy's Rules meeting, held Sun. 8/20,
7pm at Rudy's Steak & Beer Garden in Brimfield. During the season, amendments to the rules require
unanimous vote of team owners. Additions and clarifications to the rules are made at the Commissioner's
discretion. During the off-season, rules may be amended or added by the Commissioner, to be agreed upon with
majority vote of team owners the following year.

2. Pay vour $100 franchise fee. No money, no team. The full, non-refundable $100 fee will be due at the Rud)y's
Rules meeting. Failure to pay dues when due will likely result in immediate loss of your franchise. Make

checks payable to Scott Anderson.

3. Decide on your team name. Last year's names will be assumed. Divisions will be re-aligned at Rudy's Rules
meeting, so your division geography may change. You may change your team name on or before draft day. The
conventional geographic location and mascot name is a guideline, but not required. Be clever, but clean - with
one exception. Last year's Toilet Bowl loser must incorporate some reference to toilet or toilet usage in their
name. This name must be agreed to by all other owners. Last year's Toilet Crapper team was the Ball Hogs.
Unfortunately, the Hogs cannot return this year, spoiling our soiled name fun once again.

4, Prepare for draft day. Study NFL players/teams and gather literature/notes to bring on draft day. Last year's
stats, this year's Cheat Sheets and NFL schedules will be provided.

5. Show up for draft on time. No show, no team. If you cannot attend the draft personally, you may send a
representative to draft for you. The rep cannot be another A-Son league owner. Do not be late! Missed draft
picks due to tardiness will be made up upon arrival, from the remaining player pool at that time. Genuine
Draught day party commences on Sat. 8/26 12:00pm at Scott Anderson's house in Shalersville. Draft will begin
promptly at 12:30pm. Better halves are welcome. Coffee, beer, cocktails and food for all! Everyone is
welcome to stay the day for swimming, basketball, horseshoes, foozball, darts and a late night Indians game.

6. Understand draft day rules.
a. 16 teams from 4 divisions will draft 13 players each.

b. Each team may keep 1 player from last year's roster. First, team draft order will be randomly selected by
the computer. This will be the order used for all rounds as described in 6¢. In the next 30 minutes,
owners will decide if they will keep a player as their 1st round draft choice, or not keep a player and draft
a player in the 1st round. Draft trade talks may commence. After 30 minutes, keeper decisions will be
secretly submitted and announced. Draft then begins.

c. Round draft order will be:  1st pick thru 16th pick forrounds 1, 2, 5, 8,9, 12, 13
16th pick thru 1st pick for rounds 3, 4, 6, 7, 10, 11.
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d. Each draft pick must be announced before timer reaches 0:00. Failure to pick in time will result in
the loss of that pick. A makeup selection (no charge) will be made after the draft to fill the roster
spot. Rounds 1 thru 3 = 2:00 min each

Rounds 4 thru 13 = 1:00 min each.

e. During the draft, draft picks/players may be traded. This includes upcoming draft picks and players
already drafted, limited to the in-process draft only. No extra time will be allotted for trades.
Trades may commence as soon as keepers are announced. Draft trades are no charge and count
toward the Most Trades prize. Your 13 draft picks are paid by your franchise fee. Trading multiple
picks for one higher pick is allowed. Pickups made after the draft to increase your roster to 13 will
be charged. Rosters over 13 players must be reduced down to 13 before week #1 game action.

7. Participate in weekly regular season play.
a. AFFL regular season uses the first 13 weeks of the NFL season. Week #1 begins Sun. 9/3, week #13

ends Mon. 11/27.

b. Each week, your team plays one other team in head-to-head competition - most AFFL points scored
wins the game. Equal scores will count as a tie (no tie-breakers).

¢. You will play each team in your division once. You will also play most of the remaining teams
once. There will be only 2 teams you do not play in the regular season.

d. Each week you select your starting team of 8 players: 1QB, 2RB, 3 WR, 1K, 1DE.
You must submit your starting lineup to Vice Commish by kickoff of the first game of the week
(sometimes Thu. or Sat.). If no lineup is submitted, your starters from the previous week will be
assumed. If assumed starting lineups are incomplete, Vice Commish will fill holes with non-bye
roster players and/or use best judgement to complete a starting lineup. The unsubmitted, incomplete
lineup will cost the owner $5 per occurrence, on top of any needed transactions. This will help keep
a consistent competition level, even when owners are having problems submitting lineups.

e. Tight ends are optional and are considered wide receivers.
f. The team selected as your Defense is also your Special teams selection. Their scoring is combined.

g. Points are scored and accumulated as follows:

Players started on offense will not be credited individual points scored on defense (e.g. Dieon
Sanders returns an interception for a touchdown).

Multi-position players (e.g. E. Metcalf) must be assigned 1 position by the new owner when they are
obtained. The player can only be started at this assigned position.

Weekly scores, standings, transactions and rosters will be emailed on Tue. or snail-mailed on Wed.
Each owner will notify Vice Commish of their preference.

8. Improve your team throughout the season. Continually monitor the performance of your AFFL team's
players, other AFFL teams' players and AFFL free agents. Post-draft roster changes are allowed and

encouraged!

a.

"Trade" players. You may "trade" your player(s) with another AFFL team's player(s). Both owners
must contact Vice Commissioner to verify the deal before traded players can start for their new
teams. If foul-play is suspected (i.e. moves detrimental to high integrity of the league), Vice
Commissioner may deny the trade and/or call for an owner majority vote to allow or disallow the
trade. Trades are $2 per obtained player per team. Trade deadline is end of week #11, Mon. 11/13
at 11:59:59pm. The Swap til ya Drop party will mark and spark the event.

"Pickup" free agents. You may drop an active player on your roster to "pickup"” a free agent (player
not on an AFFL roster - active or taxied). Pickups are $2 per player, drops are no charge. Pickups
are permitted until you are out of the playoffs.

"Taxi" free agents. You may temporarily "taxi" a free agent onto your roster for the week's play
without altering your active roster. The taxied player becomes a free agent after the Mon. night
game (unless owner has previously committed to re-taxi the player). Taxis are $2 per player. Taxies
are permitted until you are out of the playoffs.

Each team's transaction charges are accumulated and recorded into the league "kitty". These charges
will come due at Commissioner’s discretion - normally at the end of the season. Failure to pay dues
when due will likely result in immediate loss of your franchise!

Each week of the regular season and playoffs, the team(s) with the highest score receives that week's
transactions free. A $2 credit is applied for high team(s) with no transactions.

9. Determine your post-season status.

a.

Division winner. The 4 teams with the best win/loss records in their respective divisions are
division winners. Each division winner automatically makes the Fantasy playoffs, regardless of
record. Winning criteria and tiebreakers are:
1) number of wins 3) total points
2) winning percentage 4) head-to-head points
(tie=0.5 win) 5) highest point total one game
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b. Fantasy Bowl playoffs. The 4 division winners and the next 4 best win/loss records (seeding based
on 9a above) will play for the Fantasy Bowl Championship. This will be a single-elimination
playoff tournament, winners advance (tie-breakers same as 9a above). Quarter-finals will be played
week #14, semi-finals played week #15, Fantasy Bowl played week #16.

c. Toilet Bowl playoffs. The remaining 8 teams not making the Fantasy playoffs (seeding based on 9a
above) will play for the Toilet Bowl Crappership. This will be a single-elimination playoff
tournament, losers advance (tie-breakers same as 9a above, on losing side). Quarter-finals will be
played week #14, semi-finals played week #15, Toilet Bowl played week #16.

d. Money winners. Payouts are cumulative and will be distributed at the Secondary Super Bowl party
on Super Bowl Sunday.

For their efforts, Scott's and Tommy's franchise fee is
discounted 50%. Commish Scott will handle the league setup, ownership, draft, finances, parties and prizes
- contact him on these matters. Vice Commish Tommy will manage the league software, starting lineups,
trades, transactions, reports and web site - contact him on these matters. Each will back up the other's
responsibilities - contact the backup as needed. However, when the first contact is not available, leave a
message whenever possible rather than immediately calling the backup.
